One. General Provisions

Twia. Basic Principles of student Ethics

2.1 A& stedent shall ahways respect their own and others' rights.

2.2 Every student shall always cherish polite and friendly communication and cultured, civil
behawior

2.3 A student shall study diligently to becomne 3 sodslly active citizen.
2.4 Respact teachers, parents, peers, youngsr siblings, and elders, and listen to their adwice.

2.5 Seta positive example for peers and younger siblings, treat others with care and respect, and
hielp them sinceraly.

Three, Ethical Morms to be Observed by Students
3.1 Morms to be observed within the school environment

3.1.1 Refrain from using eccentric or ruds languags.

3.1.2 Refrain from insulting or discriminating against other students.

3.1.3 Treat teachers, staff, and elders with respact.

3.1.4 Treat others' belongings with respact.

3.1.5 Treat school furniture and eguipment with care and thrift.

3.1.6 Dizposs of waste in designated bins.

3.1.7 Refrain from loitering, running, or jumping in cormidors during class hours.

3.1.E Adhere to the school’s internal regulations as a class and community.

3.2 MNorms to be observed when interacting with the class, community, and other students
3.2.1 Enter the cassroom and take 3 seat before the lesson begins.

3.2.2 Fully ensure lesson preparation (have notebocks, pens, and other tools out before the
teacher enters).
3.2.3 Stand up to grest the teacher



3.2.4 adhere 1o ethical norms during the lesson.

3.2.5 Obtain permission from the t2acher when entsring or leaving during the middle of 3
lesson.

3.2.6 Refrain from using mobile phones or headphones for non-designated purposes during
lessons.

3.3 Morms to be obseresed regarding clothing and external appearance

3.3.1 Wear approprigte uniforms during professional, physical education, and theorstical
lessons.

3.3.2 Refrzin from wearing shirts that expose the shbdomen or chest, as well as excessively
shaort skirts or shorts.

3.3.3 Refrain from wearing casual clothes with rude languags or images,text that promots
negstive things.

3.3.4 Befrain from wearing cuter clothing, hats, or scarves inside the school and classrooms.

3.3.5 Students shall not dye their hair in warious colors (applies to all except studsnts in
sp=cialized professional dassss] and shall mot have unconventonzl hairstyles.

3.3.6 Boys shall kesp their hair cut short and clean.

3.3.7 Boys shall not grow baards.

3.4 Prohikited Morms

3.4.1 skipping classes, being late for lzssons, or leaving the school during class howrs without
pPErMission.

3.4.2 Littering [spittle, mucus, phlegm, cigarette butts, etc], smoking, or using slocoholic
beverages within the school environmenit.

3.4.3 Harassing others or demanding money or belongings.

3.4.4 Doing things unrelated to the lesson during class hours (using electronic devices for
non-educationz! purposes such as talking on the phone, texting, playing games, or
listening to music).

3.4.5 Insulting others verbally or discriminating based on social origin, sthnicity, or religion.

3.4.6 Intendonally or unintentionzlly causing injury to another person’s body.

Four: Ethical Morms to be Ohsereed During Knowledge and Skill Assezoment
4.1 A& stwdent shall heve their acguired knowledge and =kills 3ssessed in 3ccordancs with the

regulation approved by Joint Order 4513 and &/171 of the Minister of Edwcation and Sciencs

and the hdinister of Labor and Social Protection dated December 01, 2023,

4.1.1 Be ready by ensuring personal preparation at the scheduled time and designated place
befors the assessment b2gins.

4.1.2 adhere to Cooupational Safety and Heslth (O5H) requirements.

4.1.3 refrain from disturbing others during the assezsment.

4.1.4 Refrain from using any writtsn notes, audio or video references, or others' intellectual
property during the sssessment.

4.1.5 If in disagreemsant with the assessment decisicn, submit the suggestion or complaint
to the aszessment team on the day of the assessment for resolution.

A student who viclates the ethical code shall b= discussad at the meeting of the given class
and the affilisted department. [If & student violates the code for the first time and the
nzturefcontent of the violation is not sericus, 8 warning shall be given at the class meeting.)
For & stwdent who repeatedly violates the ethical cods, the department shall notify the
training officz and the ethics sub-committes to resohe the izsue. (If the code is repeatedly
vialated or if the viclation is significant with respectful rezsons, a warning shall be given at
the department and training office meetings.)

If the warnings and signzls from the training office meeting ars ignored and the ethical cods
is repestedly violated, measures up to dismissal from school shall be taken by the
administrative mesting. (If, while violating the sthiczl code, school property is broken,
destroved, or rendsred unusabls, the damage shall be paid for)

If a serious violaSon of assessment rules, procsdurss, or O5H rules/frequirements is
gstablished by the decision of the assessment team, the student's unethiczl behavior shall
be resolved by the school's ethics sub-committes. 55

If the violation, error, or deficienoy committed by the student is of 2 criminal nature, it shall
fall under the grounds of violating laws and regulztions within the ethical code and shall b=
transferred to law enforcemsnt agencies.
